LAKE THOLOCCO CABINS

Beautiful Lake Tholocco Lodging offers 21 two
bedroom cabins located on the 640 acre lake. Five
of the 21 cabins are pet friendly. Each cabin offers
a queen size bed in each room (up to two twin
size roll away beds can be added for an additional
$5 per bed per night), shower and full kitchen
equipped with light cookware and light dishware,
full size refrigerator, stove, and microwave. There
is also a furnished living space, satellite TV, a
screened in back porch, and a park style grill
outside. The surrounding grounds have picnic
tables and playground equipment for children

of all ages.

WI-FI

Each cabin is equipped with Wi-Fi however, due
to our surrounding trees, Wi-Fi connection (and cell
phone reception) may go in and out during your
stay.

Lake Lodging can take reservations up to six
months out to the day; with a maximum length

stay of 14 nights during the summer and six weeks
during the winter. A two night minimum stay for
Fridays and Saturdays is a must (no exceptions). We
require a 48 hour notice prior to the arrival date if a
cancellation or alteration is needed. Absolutely no
reservation, cancellations, or alterations to existing

reservations will be accepted via email or voicemail.

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ENGINEER BEACH RV PARK

The campground at Engineer Beach has 18 long-
term sites and 30 short-term sites, all with concrete
Earking pads. All sites have electric (25, 30, &

0 amp) and water hook ups. We do not have
sewer hook ups, however, we do have a dum
station located at the entrance of the RV Park. The
Recreation Building features a bath and shower
facility, laundry room, and recreation room.

LONG-TERM SITES
$16 per night

Long-term sites are two or three month terms (Set terms
depending on the time of year). Guests must stay for the
wP:jole term signed up for unless there is a sudden change of
orders.

SHORT-TERM SITES
$25 per night
Short-term sites have a maximum stay of 14 nights per site.

TENT SITES
$10 per night with NO hook ups.

YURT SITE - No water or power
$30 per night

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WOUNDED WARRIORS
RETREAT BY THE LAKE

The retreat is a three bedroom, two bathroom, ADA
accessible cabin situated on East Beach at Lake
Tholocco. The retreat was donated by the Wiregrass
Wounded Veterans Committee (WWVC).

Priority 1 - AW2: No Fee/Priority 2 - 1/2 price/
Priority 3 - Full price

CLASSIFICATIONS

Priority 1- AW2: (An Active Duty Soldier that has
been classified by the medical profession to be a
Wounded Warrior)/Wounded Warriors/Wounded
Veteran with severe injuries limiting mobility.

Priority 2: Active Duty Soldier with a physically
disabled family member.

Priority 3: Authorized patron with a physically
disabled family member/guest.

Wounded Warrior/Wounded Veterans Clarification: U.S.
Service Members (active, national guard and reserve), active-
duty personnel assigned to a DoD Wounded Warrior Program
(i.e. USAWTC or MEDCOM WTU, USMC WWR, etc.), and
Veterans who have a disability resulting from a wound, injury,
or disease received in the line of duty. Participating Wounded
Veterans are or have been affiliated with Department of
Defense (DoD) Wounded Warrior Programs such as U.S.
Army (USA) Warrior Transition Command (WTC) and Medical
Command (MEDCOM) Warrior Transition Units (WTU), U.S.
Marine Corps (USMC) Wounded Warrior Regiment (WWR),
and other DoD or Dept of Veterans Affairs (VA) medical
treatment facilities or programs.

RESERVATION POLICY

If a Priority 1- AW2 is not utilizing the cabin/
equipment, it becomes available in the following
order to Priority 2, and then Priority 3 classifications.
However, if a Priority 1- AW2 request comes in, a
Priority 2 or Priority 3 reservation can be bumped with
a 7 days notice to accommodate the Priority 1- AW2.

Priority Level 1: Max stay seven days (can book six
months out)

Priority Level 2: Max stay two days (can book one
month out)

Priority Level 3: Max stay two days (can book one
month out)
